In a safe and engaging environment, Year 11 students will lead
discussions with small groups of Year 5 students. Together, they will
create materials to take back to their schools, promoting proactive
peer support and effective help-seeking strategies to address
instances of gender-based violence. This initiative will continue into
2026, as these students transition into Year 6 and Year 12 school
leaders.
